IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR WARREN STUDENTS DECLARING A MINOR

1. Minor

A minor may be used in lieu of a Program of Concentration or Area Study. The minor
must be non-contiguous to the major and other Program of Concentration or Area Study.
Your minor will not appear on your degree audit until it is approved.

2. Non-Contiguous Program of Concentration (PofC) /Area Study /Minor

It is your responsibility to verify that you are completing all PofC/Area Study/Minor
requirements. Check your degree audit at TritonLink. If the requirements for your
PofC /Area Study/Minor do not appear correctly, meet with a counselor during Walk-In
Advising.

3. Overlap

With the exception of cultural diversity:
e No lower or upper-division course overlap is allowed among general
education requirements including minors
e No upper-division course overlap is allowed between major and minor.
¢ No upper-division course overlap is allowed between major and general
education requirements.
